BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the
Board of Trustees that it purchase real properlry located in Tuscola County

and Saginaw County, Michigan, for $1,154,800 and upon such other terms
and cond¡tions as may be acceptable to the Vice President for Finance and

Operations and Treasurer.

BACKGROUND
The propefi recommended for purchase, approximately 250 acres, is

intended to be used for the new site of the Saginaw Valley Bean and Sugar
Beet Research Farm, currently located in Swan Creek Township, Saginaw

County, Michigan and leased to Michigan State University. It has been

determined by the industry and Michigan State University that in order to
fufther enhance bean and sugar beet research and extens¡on activities in

the Saginaw Valley area, the research facility needs to be relocated to an

area with more representative and uniform soil.

The property is intended to be purchased us¡ng MSU Land Funds, Michigan

Agricultural Experiment Station funds, and donated proceeds from the sale

of the Swan Creek Township property.

The administration is recommending that the Board of Trustees approve
the purchase of this propefi.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the
Board of Trustees that the University authorize the sale of approx¡mately
235 sq. ft. of the Grand Rapids College Avenue properlry to the Michigan
Department of Transportat¡on (MDOT) for $16,700, with such other terms
and cond¡tions as may be acceptable to the Vice President for Finance and

Operations and Treasurer.

BACKGROUND
Michigan State University purchased approximately 1.5 acres located at the
northwest corner of Michigan Street and College Avenue in Grand Rapids,

Michigan for the planned expans¡on of the College of Human Medicine in
West Michigan. MDOT, through the eminent domain process, is proposing

to acquire 235 sq. ft. of the above-referenced College Avenue property for
future road improvements related to the reconstruction of the College

Avenue NE Bridge over highway I-196 in Grand Rapids.

The MDOT appra¡sal placed a value on the property of $70lsq. ft. The total
offer is ç16,700, which includes $225 for lost plant materials and asphalt.
Michigan State University acquired the property ¡n 2006 for approximately

$66/sq. ft.

The administration is recommending that the Board of Trustees accept this
offer.

Morrill Hall Replacement

RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of Trustees
that it authorize the administration to plan for the project entitled Morrill Hall Replacement.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
Morrill Hall opened in 1900. The building is comprised almost entirely of faculty offices and

departmental support spaces. The departments of English and History occupy the majority
of space in the building along with the department of Religious Studies and other units.
Close monitoring of the internal wooden structure of Morrill Hall has revealed irreparable
deterioration, indicating that the building is approaching the end of its useful life. The
University has determined that an internal reconstruction and exterior restoration project,

along with the high Just-In-Tme maintenance needs is prohibitively costly. Given the
condition of the building, a new location must be planned for the current occupants of Morrill
Hall. New construction and/or renovation of an existing facility(s) offer an oppoftunity to
improve the quality of space for its current occupants, and to achieve a more efficient use of
space through effective design and allocation. In additíon, the planning provides an

opportunity to explore more effective academic program adjacencies and consolidations,
such as the languages, which currently occupy space in three buildings.

General Description of the Project:
The project involves relocating current Morrill Hall occupants into alternative space.

Preliminary planning will determine the programmatic needs, 3-5 year projected growth,
and spatial relationships for the current occupants of Morrill Hall, and explore alternatives
for using exístíng university space and/or constructing a new facility at a site to be

determined. Program enhancement will be an important consideration in the selection of a
new location. The project will also include the demolition of Morrill Hall.

Morrill Hall is located on West Circle Drive in the North Academic District. The location of
this project is consistent with the Campus Master Plan and Planning Principles.

Communication Plan:
During the planning phase, the Colleges of Arts and Letters and Social Science

administrative teams, as well as faculty and staff who work in Morrill Hall will be given

several opportunities (specifically October 9, 2008, November 13, 2008, and TBD for 2009
as planning progresses) to provide feedback on the project as it is being designed. Input
from the project planning team will also be solicited during the design phase. Consultation
will occur with the broader academic community and archaeological and historical
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preseruat¡on units in an effort to educate and document the historical significance of this
building and site and consider possible preseruation or reuse of construction materials.

Preliminary Project Cost Informat¡on:
Based on cost experience for similar projects and current pricing information, the
preliminary project cost estimate is $36,000,000. This estimate may change as planning
progresses and the project scope is defined.

The source of funds for this project is expected to be from a tax-exempt bond offering
with initial funding and debt repayment from the General Fund. The debt seruice for this
project has already been built into subsequent budgets.

Plant Science Expansion
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RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of Trustees
that it authorize the administration to plan for the project entitled Plant Science Expansion.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
MSU is a leader in plant sciences, but the current facilities are inadequate to meet present

and future needs for research. The current challenges affect the broad areas of bio-

economy, nutrition, plant development, environmental responses, cellular organization, and

host-pathogen interactions. Oppotunities exist to participate in advancements in the bio-

economy initiatives, the Technology Tri-Corrídor, homeland security, and entrepreneurial
technology transfer.

This project will support an increase in the number of funded faculty positions associated

with the plant sciences, grants awarded such as the great lakes bio-energy research center,

and potential future grant awards. Without this facility, the University will be disadvantaged

in competition for grants in the plant sciences and recruitment of key faculty.

General Description of the Project:
The planning of this p@ect is anticipated to include the renovation of research

laboratories, laboratory support and office space, and the addition of a facility that will
support present and future needs for research, teaching, and outreach. The location of the
addition will be in the plant sciences area (Plant Biology and Plant and Soil Sciences

Buildings), on the south side of Wilson Road between Farm Lane and Bogue Street, in the
Central Academíc District. The location of this project is consistent with the Campus

Master Plan and Planning Principles.

During planning, the factors relevant to a possible Project Labor Agreement (PlA)
requirement for this project will be assessed. If a PLA would be beneficial, a report of the
benefits of requiríng a PLA for the project will be provided to the Board when authorization
to proceed is requested.

Communication Plan:
During the planning phase, faculty and staff who work in the Plant Biology and Plant and

Soil Science Buildings, and the Resource Center for Persons with Disabilities will be given

opportunities to provide feedback on the project as it is being designed. Input from the
project planning team will also be solicited during the design phase.
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Preliminary Project Gost Informat¡on:
Based on cost experience for sfmilar proJects and current pricing information, the
preliminary project cost estimate is $401000,000. Thís estfmate may change as planning
prc,gresses and the project scope is defined.

Tn*e source of funds for this project is expected to be from a tax-exempt bond offering
with initial funding and debt repayment from the General Fund.

Holden Hall - Life Safety System Upgrades

RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of
Trustees that it authorize the administration to plan for the project entitled Holden
Hall - Life Safety System Upgrades.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
Life safeÇ systems in the common areas of Holden Hall were upgraded to current
standards during the summer 2008 renovations. The systems throughout the
remainder of the building need to be upgraded to these same standards.

General Description of the Project:
The planning of this project is anticipated to include the installation of new
sprinklers, fire alarms, smoke detectors, and other code-required life safety system
upgrades in the living spaces.

Holden Hall was constructed in L967 and has seven floors and approximately
358,000 gross square feet of space. It is located on the northeast corner of
Trowbridge and Chestnut Road in the Residential District. The location of this
project is consistent with the Campus Master Plan and Planning Principles.

During planning, the factors relevant to a possible Project Labor Agreement (PLA)

requirement for this pQect will be assessed. If a Pl-A would be beneficial, a

report of the benefits of requiring a PLA for the project will be provided to the
Board when authorization to proceed is requested.

Communication Plan:
During the planning phase, students, faculty, and staff who work or live in Holden
Hall and the Resource Center for Persons with Disabilities will be given
opportunities to provide feedback on the project as it is being designed. Input
from the project planning team will also be solicited during the design phase.
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Preliminary Project Cost Informat¡on :

Based on cost experience for similar projects and current pricing information, the
preliminary project cost estimate is $2,200,000. This estimate may change as
planning progresses and the project scope is defined.

The source of funds for the project is expected to be Auxiliary Funds-Housing and
Food Seruices.

RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of Trustees

that it authorize the administration to plan for the project entitled Parking Lot 89 East

Expansion (NE Corner of Farm Lane and Mount Hope Road).

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
As parking rates increase and faculty, staff, and students seek a lower cost parking option,

it is anticipated that the expansion of lot 89 will satisfy this demand. In addition, more
perimeter parking will be required as lots in the center of campus are removed over time
in accordance with the Campus Master Plan. The Farm Lane Underpass project will also

result in increased use of the commuter lots and reliability of bus transit to central campus.

General Description of the Project:
The planning of this project is anticipated to include additional parking and a service way

to accommodate bus traffic. The work may be done in phases as demand warrants.

This project is located north of Mount Hope Road and east of Farm Lane in the Service

District. The location of this project ís consistent with the Campus Master Plan and

Planning Principles.

Communication Plan:
During the planning phase, the campus community will be given opportunities to provide

feedback on the project as it is being designed. Input from the project planning team will
also be solicited during the design phase.

Preliminary Project Cost Information:
Based on cost experience for similar projects and current pricing information, the
preliminary project cost estimate is $5,000,000. This estimate may change as planning

progresses and the project scope is defined.

The source of funds for the project is expected to be Auxiliary Activities - Parking System.

Steam Distribution and Road Reconstruction - Wilson and Birch Roads
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RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of Trustees
that it authorize the administration to proceed with the project entitled Steam Distribution
and Road Reconstruction - Wilson and Birch Roads and to approve a budget of $12,300,000.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
The steam distribution lines in thís area are 40-50 years old and are deteriorating. The
lines are direct buried, shortening the lifecycle and making maintenance more difficult.
Current MSU construction standards call for steam lines to be constructed in tunnels.
Communication lines seruing the area are inadequate and are located in steam vaults
where they are subject to damage and deterioration. Portions of Wilson and Birch Roads
have deteriorated and their design does not conform to the Planning Principles of the
Campus Master Plan, particularly for bicycle circulation.

Description of the Project:
This project is located along Birch Road (between west Shaw Lane and Wilson Road) and
Wilson Road (from Harrison Avenue to the Red Cedar Road Intersection) in the
Residential, Athletic/Recreation, and Central Academic Districts. This project involves the
replacement of deteriorating direct buried steam and condensate lines which where
installed in 1953, to increase steam reliability and capacity in the local region; the
reconstructíon of traffic lanes (12 feet to 10 feet), the addition of bicycle lanes in the
roads, and improved pedestrian crosswalks; and improvement of the communication
network according to the Fiber Optic Master Plan. The project also includes installation of
new water main seryices to Holden Hall, Wilson Hall, and Wonders Hall for future fire
sprinkling and fire flow capacity.

The original project approved for planning in February 2007, before any design was done,
did not include a segment of steam tunnel along Birch Road nor upgrades to the water
main seruices. The additional tunnel segment to this project creates a steam loop through
the south campus housing complex and the Academic District, which is needed to replace
failing expansion joints and repair steam valves, anchors, tunnel segments, and vault
problems without interrupting steam seruice to the campus. The additional tunnel
segment (extra $2.5 million) was on the Just-In-Time list and is now being incorporated to
avoid tearing up the road twice. The additional steam tunnel segment is part of the Steam
Master Plan. The water main services to this area need to be increased to accommodate
fire sprinkling of the buildings in the project area. In addition to the above work, both
steel and concrete materials have significantly increased in cost contributing to the 45olo

increase to the original estimate.

The Architect/Engineer is Fishbeck, Thompson, Carr & Huber.
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Communication Feedback:
Faculty, staff, and other occupants that work or live in the area were given opportunities
to provide feedback during the planning phase; no issues were raised. Extensive
communications and coordination took place with Housing and Food Seruices, Academic
Orientation Programs, MSU Police, CATA, Physical Plant, All-UniversiÇ Traffic and
Transportation Committee, East Lansing constituents, and other MSU organizations.

The Office of Campus Planníng and Administration has reviewed thís project and found it
to be consistent with the Campus Master Plan and Planning Principles. The Campus
Infrastructure Planning Work Group also supports the recommendation to proceed with the
project.

As construction proceeds, the schedule and phasing will be reviewed with the campus
community, including coordinating milestones with Housing & Food Seruices and
coordinators of activities in the area during construction.

Project Cost and Timetable:
The budget for this Design-Bid-Build project is 912,300,000.

The source of funds for this project will be from the General Fund - Just-In-Tme.

Construction is planned to begin in February 2009 and will be substantially complete by
August 2009, with final completion by December 2011.

Steam Distribution - Repair/Replace Pipe Supports along Wilson Road East of
Bogue Street

that it authorize the administration to proceed with the project entitled Steam Distribution -
Repair/Replace Pipe Supports along Wilson Road East of Bogue Street and to approve a

budget of $1,800,000.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
Sevãral pipe supports have severely deteriorated and failed, causing the steam and

condensaie return pipes to joints sag and misalign. This can cause the expansion to bind,

potentially causing steam service interruption and safety problems. Additionally, several

anchors have deteriorated and require replacement and/or repair.

Description of the Project:
This project is located on the nofth side of Wilson Road, between Bogue Street and Conrad

Hall, in the Central Academic and Residential Districts. This project involves the
replacement of severely deteriorated steam and condensate return pipe suppotts and pipe

realignment, repair/replacement of steam and condensate return anchors, installation of
pipe guides, and miscellaneous concrete restoration.

The Architect/Engineer is Fishbeck, Thompson, Carr & Huber.

Communication Feedback:
project Faculty, staff, and students who live or work adjacent to this and the Resource

Center for Persons with Disabilities were given opportunities to provide feedback during

the planning phase; no issues or concerns were raised.

The Office of Campus Planning and Administration has reviewed this pQect and found it
to be consistent with the Campus Master Plan and Planning Principles. The Campus

Infrastructure Planning Work Group also suppofts the recommendation to proceed with the
project.

As construction proceeds, the schedule and phasing will be reviewed with occupants and

key administrators in buildings adjacent to the project.
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Project Cost and Timetable:
The budget for this Design-Bid-Build project is $1,800,000, wh¡ch is being.funded by the
General .Fund - Just-In-Tme.

Construct¡on i5 planned to begin in December 2008 and will be substantially complete by

Crescent Road/Middlevale Road Reconstruction - Phase V

RECOMMENDATION
BE IT RESOLVED that the Trustee Finance Committee recommends to the Board of Trustees

that it authorize the administration to proceed with the project entitled Crescent

Road/Middlevale Road Reconstruction - Phase V and approve a budget of $1,400,000.

BACKGROUND
Program Need:
Crestent Road and Middlevale Road, located south of Service Road and west of Harrison

Road, were constructed over 40 years ago and have long since outlived their useful lives.

Pedestrian, bicycle, and vehicle safety issues need to be addressed, and the water line

capacíty needs to be enhanced in this area.

Description of the Project:
Crescent Road and Middlevale Road are located in the Residential District. This is the last

of five phases to rebuild the roads in Spartan Village. Road configurations will match
previously rebuilt sections to improve traffic safety while providing more bike lanes. The

project involves converting Crescent Road to three vehicle lanes (one in each direction and

one center turn lane) and two bike lanes. A new pedestrian walkway, located adjacent to
Harrison Road between both Crescent Road intersections to Spartan Village, is also

included in the project. Broken sidewalks along the roads will be replaced and a new

water line will be installed, parallel to the road and connecting to lines constructed in
previous phases, which will increase capacity to improve fire fighting ability.

The Architect/Engineer is Consoer Townsend Environdyne Engineers of Michigan.

Communication Feedback:
Residents, faculty, and staff of Spartan Village, and the director of the Spartan Child

Development Center, were given opportunities to provide feedback during the planning

phase. Concerns were ra¡sed regarding parking lot access, traffic flow, and bus seruice;

these concerns have been addressed.

The Office of Campus Planning and Administration has reviewed this project and found it
to be consistent with the Campus Master Plan and Planning Principles. The Campus

Infrastructure Planning Work Group also supports the recommendation to proceed with the
project.

As construction proceeds, the schedule and phasing will be reviewed with the employees

and residents in this area.
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Project Cost and ïmetable:
The budget for this DesiEn-Bid-Build project is $1,400,000, which is being funded by
General Fund - Just-In-Tme.

Constr.uction is planned to begin in May 2009 and will be substantially complete by

r July 2009, with final completion by March 2010.
